As for quantity, the participation of Greek documentaries at the 8th
Documentary Festival of Thessaloniki — Images of the 21st century,
exceeds every precedent and, from the production viewpoint, confirms
my opinion. As for content, the Greek films of this year's programme are
in the main independent productions which cover a broad range of sub-
jects. Greek documentarists, like their colleagues anywhere in the world,
can, in principle, “bring back” to our society and our country, an alter-
native “news broadcast”, to speak of the reality around them with a lan-
guage that is different from that of the news media. They can create
works that are fit also for the film theatres and can deeply concern audi-
ences in Greece and abroad.

Our object is to support the Greek documentary and enable it to find its
own mode of expression and to boost its promotion in the world market.
Thus, this year, all the Greek films entered in the festival are being
screened in one of its four sections. At the same time, they have, as they
do every year, the chance to be commercially promoted through the
Doc Market. The catalogue in your hands, together with the CD-Rom
which comes with it, are part of this policy.

Our country needs a lever to reveal the aspects of Greek society, to
record and interpret its development. The Greek documentary is poten-
tially precisely that lever.

In these days of television’s omnipotence and omniscience, the documentary
film, the cinematic genre which the official agents of European audiovisual poli-
cies refer to as “creative” — possibly in order to distinguish it from television
reportage — has displayed an unprecedented increase in its rate of production in
Greece. An increase which certainly cannot be linked solely to the resources
made available by the State, but which is obviously due to the relentless activity
on the part of Greek flmmakers and producers.

In research carried out recently by the European Commission among 32
European countries, Greece was described as “a small but active film industry”:
from the year 2000 to the present, Greece has produced, on average, a greater
total number of films than any other country of its size in Europe. This assertion
is borne out by the number of Greek documentaries participating in this year’s
Festival.

In this year's 8th Thessaloniki Documentary Festival there is a total of 78 films
participating, which, based on certain thematic criteria, are assigned to the
Festival's various sections. Thus, the Official Programme includes the screening
of 9 Greek films, while 25 Greek films comprise the Panorama section. Besides
these two sections, this year the Festival has inaugurated two new categories:
TV Portraits, which contains documentaries intended for TV and referring to
important Greek personages, and the Open Screen, where films will be open to
the audience’s interpretations. Moreover, the Festival will be hosting a 10-film
tribute to the Exandas documentary series which is so well loved by the public
and respected by the experts.

Besides the screenings of Greek films, the Festival is organizing events and dis-
cussions regarding the production of Greek documentaries, such as the round-
table discussion on “The Greek Documentary in the Film Theatre” regarding
Greek documentary distribution, its potential and prospects. At the same time,
the Festival has created and offers Greek documentarists the infrastructure in
order for them to network with their colleagues abroad through the daily “Just
Talking” zone, as well as opportunities for the showcasing and promotion of their
work in the international market through the Doc Market.

The documentary is a cinematic genre that is constantly changing and evolving:
it lives and breathes off the world around us. It can sense its changes even
before they have taken place and becomes the channel of communication
between society and its evolution. There are no limits to the documentary’s
potential. It is not about the faithful recording of an event, it is not about direct
argumentation; nor is it a work of indirect propaganda or an invented story. It is
a creative approach to reality. And because real life always goes beyond any
imagination, the documentary is the most extreme, the most daring, the most
modern among cinematic genres. It is the cinematic genre that makes it imme-
diately possible for the work of Greek filmmakers to be showcased in the inter-
national film community, using the Thessaloniki Documentary Festival as a
springboard.

In April 2004, a picture of the tortures going on at Abu Graib prison appeared all over the world: the man with
the hood over his head and the electric shock cables attached to his body became the symbol of the hell that
is Iraqi prisons. This man’s name is Hadj Ali, and he recently spoke to Stelios Kouloglou about his adventure.
His devastating testimony is presented in this special programme on the “American gulag”, an international
network of torture and kidnapping established by the US after 9/11 and the invasion of Iraq. The film includes
photographs and video material that prove not only that, despite assurances by the US government, prison-
ers are still being tortured to death in Iraqi prison, but also that chemical substances are being used in the tor-
ture methods. Among those interviewed are Brigadeer-general Janis Karpinski, commander of the Abu Graib
prison, Aidan Delgado who was a Gl serving at Abu Graib, and the sister and lawyer of Private Lindy England,
who appears in the infameus photographs dragging prisoners on a leash.

The Mystery Man of Europe is a documentary that investigates the roots of the modern-day arms trade at the
beginning of the 20th century, through the extraordinary story of Sir Basil Zaharoff, a most notorious and enig-
matic arms dealer. Born poor in Constantinople in 1849, Zaharoff moved to London and Paris and became
one of the richest men on earth by arming most of the world. He influenced statesmen and government poli-
cies. He later developed extensive interests in oil, while he was also a banker, newspaper owner and ran a
personal espionage network. To this day, the “system” he founded, known as the “Zaharoff system”, became
the common rule in arms trading. It is based on espionage, propaganda and corruption interacting with poli-
tics. By the time of his death in 1936, he had received 298 medals from 31 different states, among which the
Grand Croix de la Légion d’honneur and the Grand Cross of the Order of Bath. He was the subject of a United
States Senate investigation into the munitions trade in 1934.

The earthquake of 7 September 1999 is the staring point of our journey through the earthquake-stricken dis-
fricts of Athens, as well as some that were unaffected. A journey into space, which, over the four plus years
of its duration, becomes a journey into time, as we try to place in some kind of context all that is going on
surrounding the wait and the struggle to re-house the victims.

The earthquake’s wounds, the either temporary or more permanent denudation of social relations and condi-
tions that are inflicted by its consequences, become the reason to examine the living conditions of the work-
ing class strata as a whole in Greece today.

Naturally the question does not play out. Besides, although our journey has finished, its central point, and
point of the documentary, i.e. the earthquake victims’ restitution, remains — even today, after almost 7 years
- unresolved.

Her vast
archive ~12,500 negatives — covers a long period of Modern Greek life, from 1940 to 1960, and illustrates
in a unique way the harsh daily life of the time, through the photographs of people and things in a land of
torment and hardships. ;

During the film, people who knew her talk about her life and work, while her photographs paint the portrait of
the society and the times she lived in, as well as of Greece during a very critical time in its history.

The film The Line and the Square is part of an international audiovisual proposal entitied 7imescapes, which
explores how vitally these media can approach the geographical, political and cultural changes we are expe-
riencing in the greater Balkan area. For this reason, the film is based on the collaboration, through the Internet,
of five European artists. My proposal is the film The Line and the Square, which takes shape at Monastiraki
Square in Athens, a place where the East and West co-exist, in the form of a Byzantine church and a mosque,
a McDonalds and a souviaki shop. Immigrants, hawkers, and passers by describe, in their own way, the
changes we are living through today. In my film, a young woman waits for her boyfriend who's late. The time
during which the young woman waits is “expanded’ and gives us the opportunity to follow the different sto-
ries of the people that pass by her. These narratives/confessions astonish with their authenticity and power,
which only a spontaneous testimony could have.

In the States there was Bill Graham's Fillmore Auditorium, in England the re was the UFO and the Marquee
Club, and in Greece there was the Rodeo and the Kyttaro. That was where, in the heyday of the military dic-
tatorship, Greek youth first heard the music of Frank Zappa, the Rolling Stones, Captain Beefheart, et al. The
film focuses on the first period, the birth we might say, of the Greek rock 'n’ roll stage, which it illustrates
through rare audiovisual material and interviews with all the major representatives of that musical movement.
Dionysis Savvopoulos talks about recording “Mavri Thalassa” and about the importance of Bob Dylan as a
songwriter. The film includes footage of Socrates in concert in 1972, Dimitris Poulikakos and “Exadaktylos”
on stage, as well as an interview with Dimitris Psarianos describing how he met Manos Hadjidakis at the
Kyttaro. Archival footage is intercut with new takes on 35mm black and white film, and flower power in Greece
comes alive once again.

When Maro Douka'’s first novel, The Ancient Rust, was published in 1979, a few years after the Polytechnic
School uprising, it caused a furor among a large section of the Left wing, which was unable to understand
the “blasphemous” sociopolitical criticism expressed by a young woman who belonged to its ranks. 25 years
later, the novel is still a point of reference for its literary as well as for its political significance. The numerous
reprints prove its timelessness. Kay Tsitselis had written in the Kathimerini newspaper on 6/3/80: “I've heard
a lot of people saying that they can recognize an entire epoch in The Ancient Rust. Yes, there is that. But first
of all, | recognize that naked, unconquerable face which tries, without any support, to articulate the forbidden
verb /am.” That's another reason why the book continues to be relevant to this day.

Focusing on Pantelis Voulgaris and Anna’s Engagement, which was a box office hit in 1972, the documen-
tary explores the climate of that particular year. There was the dictatorship, and things were pretty bleak,
especially for young people. With the immediacy and the story-telling ability he is known for, Voulgaris
describes the making of a film which has since become a classic. He reveals the thread that connects the
film's heroes to himself and his family. He discusses the bourgeoisie that made up the nucleus of Athens after
the war and the civil war, and analyses the small details that determined the film. At the same time, he evokes
the mood of the time, the constant fear of being arrested by the dictatorship, the emergence of TV, the pre-
vailing presence of football as a smoke screen for the regime, etc.

Finally, Vasia, who tries to boss the oth-
ers around, is just a girl with a big, tender heart. The direct and realistic shooting and the spontaneity of these
young people speaking in front of the camera in their own language, delineate the adolescents of today, seek-
ing love, finding a way out through friendship and keeping on dreaming.

In the plain of Agrinio, tobacco is now a thing of the past. Tobacco producers are gradually handing in their
permits, since tobacco has ceased, after all these years and struggles, to be subsidized. Barba-Alexis, a
retired tobacco grower, takes the memories of a lifetime out of a dusty wooden box. His was a life dedicat-
ed to the growing of tobacco. He has recorded his memories with diligence, day after day, in small, annual
journals, from 1955 to the present. In the small café, the tobacco growers have no more hope for the future.
Some will leave. Others will stay; they have to, since they’ve taken out loans they still have to pay back.
Through Barba-Alexis’ journals and the accounts of the last tobacco producers, the film draws a portrait of a
unique agricultural community.

The film includes footage from Mikis’ family home in Galata (Chania), Chios and Cesme
which he visited for the first time this year, as well an extensive interview with the man himself.

Costas Manoussakis traced a short but impressive trajectory in Greek cinema and, after making only three
films, withdrew into isolation. It was never made clear whether this was a decision to which he had been led
due to events or whether this was a peculiar form of self-exiled chosen by a true aesthete.

What is certain is that during the sixties, his films, Betrayal and especially Fear, caused quite a stir. Part of
the official selection at both the Cannes and Berlin film festivals, the films were box office hits in Greece and
were screened in many countries all over the world. At the same time the critics unanimously proclaimed
Manoussakis a great talent and a film stylist whose potential went far beyond the narrow limits of Greek cin-
ema. But after 1966, when Fear was screened, Manoussakis never made a film again. At the age of 33 he
was a retiree.

The documentary looks at the case of Costas Manoussakis in its entirety, and attempts to shed light on his
work, his personality, and of course the reasons that led him to isolation.

Art
is a combination of very few elements and life is love and freedom. Rationalism isn’t any help. Life is inco-
herent. That is the reality that rationalists don’t understand. We can see the deeper perception of life in the
faint smile of the kouroi, full of gentle delicate irony...”

Lefteris Xanthopoulos’s documentary The Garden with the Countless Windows, exactly twenty years after
Engonopoulos’s death, is the least possible tribute; a gesture of love towards the great artists who combined
equally masterfully the art of poetry and the art of painting.

The documentary includes an interview with Engonopoulos’s widow, Mrs. Lena Engonopoulou, who relates
incidents from his life and shares many of his views with us, as well as commentary by writer/researcher
Dimitris Bagheris, who reveals rare aspects of Engonopoulos'’s art.

Rallou Manou's name has been linked, for over half a century, to dance in Greece. Manou envisioned a “Greek
Ballet” which would combine modern dance expression and Greek tradition. Some of the country’s major artists
and intellectuals offered their support. Musicians such as Manos Hadjidakis and Mikis Theodorakis; painters
such as Nikos Hadjikyriakos-Ghikas, Yannis Moralis and Spyros Vassiliou; poets such as Odysseus Elytis and
Nikos Gatsos. Manou's pioneering project was successful, and set its seal on the evolution of Greek dance.

In an effort to shed light on her work, “Backstage” travels back in time, to the early fifties, and follows her life
up until her death in 1988. The film includes interviews with Rallou Manou’s friends and associates, and pres-
ents the major events in the course of “Greek Ballet” through rare and never-before-seen audiovisual materi-
al from the choreographer's archive.

They say that Epirus got its name from the ancient word “apeiros”, meaning infinite. Epirus, infinite land. To
walk across it took time and just as much effort. Mountains, ravines, rivers, gorges, torrents would block the
way. But, up here, Man has always travelled. It was his fate, if he wanted to make a living he had to keep
moving. Which is why he built bridges: single-arch, double-arch, multi-arch bridges. “If you want to build a
bridge,” the old artisans used to say, “you have to be good with your hands and good with your heart." Only
the best had specialised in this art, famous bridge-builders, known as “kioproulides.”

When he disappeared on Mount Taygetos, Univeristy of Athens philosophy professor Dimitris Liantinis was
Empedocles’ age (56) when he died, and he too had lived through 14 Olympiads. His disappearance gave
rise to countless scenarios. They said that he left, that he was deified, that he went over into another dimen-
sion. Some said they saw him, alive, in Delphi. The truth is that Professor Liantinis lived in death within his
philosophical universe. And, by dying, he will live forever.

What is not widely known is that Zenetos was a visionary of
the future electronic city and the digital age.

Here, the initiated can listen to distant voices and contemplate forgotten images. The mountainsides, with their
sharp vertical masses, hem in the landscape, making it seem as if there is no way out. The aquatic roads,
however, split the mountainous castles and the incessant rhythm of the water satisfies man’s sense of
escape. The song of the mountain springs gives hope and so the journey continues along paths never before
trodden. This land is hospitable in its ruggedness, as beauty is born from steep stone roofs, from tree trunks,
from the rocks that are present everywhere, wherever one looks. Stone streets, stone roofs, dry-stone walls,
boulders and water. Even so, this ostensible monotony is transformed into an enchanting landscape, draw-
ing our eyes to it like a magnet; a tool of introspection, which reveals countless emotions and primordial
thoughts. Thus, here, a voluntary escape becomes reality and the traveller finds a haven on land.
